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Musk not in call with Trump, Modi

THE NYT REPORT said, “It is
unclear why Mr. Musk was
on the call or whether he
spoke”. It said Musk did not
return multiple requests for
comment and the White
House declined to comment
on Musk’s inclusion.

While it is extremely rare
and unusual to have a pri-
vate citizen to be part of
phone conversations
between world leaders, the
NYT said “as with many
norms, Mr Trump has cho-
sen his own path on this
matter: Jared Kushner, the
president’s son-in-law, has
no official US government
role and yet has been tasked
with negotiations in the
Middle East, where Mr.
Kushner has business inter-
ests, and on Russia’s war in
Ukraine”. During a meeting
or a call-on, depending on
the context, there are
moments when family
members of world leaders do
participate, sources in the
Indian government pointed
out. For example, Modi had
met US Vice-President JD
Vance with his family mem-
bers in France last year. In
fact, when Musk had met

Modi in the US last year, he
was accompanied by his then
partner, kids and their
nanny. Musk’s reported pres-
ence during the phone call
comes amid concerns his
companies are exposed to
some fresh vulnerability due
to the war in Iran. It also sug-
gests he has got some lever-
age back in the administra-
tion in DC, a public fallout
with Trump last summer
after his departure from the
government. Musk had
thrown his weight behind
Trump in the run up to the
latter’s Presidential bid. The
NYT report said that Musk
has “looked to India as a
potentially lucrative market
for his automotive, space
and artificial intelligence
companies. Tesla, his electric
automaker, had previously
faced hurdles to selling vehi-
cles in India because of tar-
iffs on foreign manufactur-
ers. Starlink, the satellite
internet provider from Mr.
Musk’s SpaceX, is awaiting
final clearances to operate in
the country and is still
“pending regulatory
approval,” according to a
company website.”

For context, his compa-
nies have taken on “signifi-
cant investment from sover-
eign wealth funds in coun-
tries in the Middle East,
including Saudi Arabia and
Qatar. Mr. Musk has also
long coveted a greater com-
mercial presence in India.
And SpaceX, his private
rocket company, has been
considering an initial public
offering later this year,
which could be thrown into
turmoil if global economic
conditions worsen”, the
NYT reported. But beyond
these public facing entities
that Musk controls, the
overall disruption in global
supply chains due to the
blockade of the Strait of
Hormuz could have far
reaching repercussions for
the billionaire. For instance,
the shortage of helium or
petrochemicals. Musk’s
SpaceX uses helium to pres-
sure the propellant tanks of
Starship and Falcon 9. Given
that Qatar produces one-
third of the world’s helium,
the continued blockage at
the Strait of Hormuz has
resulted in spot prices of
helium nearly doubling.

‘WTO reform should
not shake foundations’

THE REFORM MINISTER-
FACILITATORS are senior offi-
cials tasked with leading dis-
cussions to overhaul WTO
functions at MCI14. The
members of the WTO had
agreed to undertake compre-
hensive review of WTO func-
tions at the 12th MCin 2022.
They foster dialogue on con-
tentious issues, including
decision-making, dispute set-
tlement, and inclusivity, to
build consensus on a reform
workplan. The process of
reform is expected to
spillover beyond MC 14,
according to the report of the
facilitator of the reform
process presented to the gen-
eral council of WTO in
December. The scoping work
has so far centered on three
topics — decision-making,
development and S&DT.
S&DT provisions, which have
been part of WTO since its
founding in 1995, allow
developing countries more
time and flexibility on com-

plying with implementation
of their WTO commitments.

According to the report,
while all countries support
continuation of decision
making by consensus, many
have noted that the consen-
sus does not require unanim-
ity. Even on the dispute set-
tlement reform, the work
would continue after MC14.

On S&DT some members
want it to be more granular
and dynamic rather than
remaining fixed. That want to
make S&DT more precise and
move towards targeted,
needs-based flexibilities.

At the ministerial session
on fisheries subsidies, Goyal
expressed support for the
adoption of a draft decision on
the subject at MC 14. Though
India has not signed on the
Agreement on Fisheries
Subsidies, the draft decision
says the Negotiating Group on
Rules shall continue negotiat-
ing provisions for agreement
on fisheries subsidies.

Houthis join the
war, strike Israel

IRANIAN PRESIDENT
MASOUD Pezeshkian spoke to
Pakistan's Prime Minister
Shehbaz Sharif, whose gov-
ernment hosts a meeting
with the Turkish and Saudi
foreign ministers on Sunday
to seek to ease regional ten-
sions. But with no sign of a
diplomatic breakthrough in
sight, the war, launched with
US and Israeli strikes on Iran
on February 28, has spread
across the Middle East, killing
thousands and hitting the
world economy with the
biggest-ever disruption to
global energy supplies. Israel
said it carried out a wave of
strikes on Tehran, targeting
what the military said were
infrastructure sites belonging
to the Iranian government.
Iran also kept up its attacks,
hitting an air base in Saudi
Arabia and wounding 12 US
military personnel, two of
them seriously. The attack by
the Houthis represented a

potentially ominous new
threat to global shipping,
already severely disrupted by
the effective closure of the
critical Strait of Hormuz, the
conduit for around a fifth of
world oil supplies.

The group has shown an
ability to strike targets far
beyond Yemen and disrupt
shipping lanes around the
Arabian Peninsula and the
Red Sea as they did in support
of Hamas in Gaza after
October 7, 2023. On Friday
they said they were prepared
to act if what they called an
escalation against Iran and
the "Axis of Resistance" con-
tinued in the war. If the
Houthis open a new front in
the conflict, one obvious tar-
get would be the Bab al-
Mandab Strait off the coast of
Yemen, a key choke point for
sea traffic towards the Suez
Canal that could add to the
turmoil in world trade.

The beauty of Indian
culture is taught less and dis-
covered more for millions of
people every year. We want our
gameplay to reflect this dis-
covery,” said Vidhit Mehta,
founder & CEO of Shortgun
Games, a homegrown develop-

ment studio working on a
game based on Indian mythol-
ogy. With a combination of ini-
tial game sales ($46.7 million),
in-game purchases ($14 mil-
lion), additional planned
downloadable content ($6
million) and transmedia con-
tent strategies (OTT licensing,
merchandise  sales, etc),
Mehta estimates $66 million
in gaming revenue from
Shortgun Games.

For such games to succeed,
as per Anurag Choudhary,
founder and CEO of home-
grown mobile game publisher
Felicity Games, they must also
meet global standards of
gameplay, retention, and pro-
duction quality. “When done
right, culturally rooted content
can travel internationally, not
as niche products, but as uni-
versally engaging experiences
with a distinctive identity,” he
added. Agreed Kashyap Reddy,
CEO & co-founder of
Metasports, a mobile-first
competitive sports gaming
studio. “When used thought-
fully and not superficially,
Indian stories and archetypes
can power deeply immersive
and globally appealing experi-
